The following are the terms and conditions which Niels Brock and the student accept are to govern their relationship throughout the student’s study period at Niels Brock

Article 1.
The student is qualified for admission to the AP Degree Programme in Financial Management, a 2-year full-time professional higher education programme (120 ECTS). The programme will start in August/September 2010 (please see http://www.brock.dk/en/higher-education.html “academic calendar” for exact start date) and is expected to end in June 2012.
Intake is subject to the receipt of a sufficient number of applications.

Article 2.
All expenses related to the studies at Niels Brock will be paid for by the students themselves. The total tuition fee per student for the programme starting in August/September 2010 is:

Article 4.
Niels Brock has together with this student contract sent you a letter of intent. On receipt you must sign and return this contract as well as pay the fee for the first semester, that is DKK 32,500. 

When Niels Brock has received the fee for the first semester, we will send you a letter of acceptance as well as the “Application Form for a Residence and Work Permit” in which Niels Brock has filled in Part II.
Article 5.
It is the responsibility of the students to obtain and pay for their personal passports, visas, flight tickets, reservations etc., enabling them to commence the programme on time. 
It is also the responsibility of the students to bring a computer and a printer to the written examinations. This is a requirement for all students of the programme.
The tuition fee does not include accommodation, food and local transportation, textbooks and materials. For these items we advise that each student anticipate an additional expense of approximately DKK 60,000 to DKK 70,000 per year. Especially accommodation is expensive, it is advised to budget with 3,500 DKK to 4,500 DKK a month per person. It should be noted that Niels Brock does not have halls of residence to offer students. 
It should also be noted that as a student of higher education you are allowed to work alongside your studies, but a maximum of 15 hours per week ( full-time in the holiday summer months). Obviously, as you do not speak Danish the jobs that you will be able to take on will typically be unskilled ones. Furthermore, Niels Brock does not recommend that you work alongside your studies as this may be detrimental to your study capacities, and it must be underlined that a spare-time job will not be sufficient to finance your study period in Denmark.
It is the responsibility of the students to take out and pay for personal health insurance  until the commencement of public health care for foreigners. Students will be covered by the Danish Health Insurance system from the date of their registration with the local Danish authorities.
Niels Brock will not carry any liability for the students’ health or for students’ personal property. The students are advised – at their own expense – to insure their personal property against loss, theft or damage.
Article 6.

Niels Brock will:

For non-resident students

· Assist students in finding accommodation by referring students to relevant websites, phone numbers, contact persons, etc and provide advice as appropriate 

· Assist the students, whenever necessary, with official Danish formalities, registration, information, etc. At a later stage, this will include assisting students with the possible extension of visas to further advance their education at Niels Brock Copenhagen Business College
For all students
· Provide access for the students to the libraries and college computer facilities.

· Appoint specific persons to be in charge of the day-to-day contact, information, and assistance, cf. below.

Article 7.
The content of the AP Degree in Financial Management appears from the curriculum description (see www.brock.dk) 

The students will be given homework, case studies and group work. It is essential that the students are able to work in groups. Homework, case studies and group work can  in many instances  be undertaken within Niels Brock premises.

The only official language used in the classroom by teachers and students will be English.

The student is responsible for finding his/her work placement which is a compulsory part of the curriculum. The student is also responsible for obtaining the required work permit needed.
The students will have to pass all exams, tests, mandatory assignments, etc of the AP Degree in Financial Management. In case of breach of this, the students will not be considered study-active and Niels Brock will notify Danish Immigration Service. This entails a termination of the student visa.
After successful completion of all the exams of the AP Degree in Financial Management for non-European students the students will receive a Niels Brock Copenhagen Business College Diploma. This diploma is recognized by the Danish state and can be used as accreditation for further academic studies.

Article 8.

Article 9.
The students must live up to the school regulations of Niels Brock, the laws of Denmark and normal Danish rules of good behaviour and conduct. Each student will be held personally responsible in case of breach hereof.

Any student who violates the course rules or the items listed elsewhere in this article or who prove to be unable or unwilling to perform the studies as required during the programme will be held liable. This may include being excluded from the programme and the College and having to return to their home country at their own expense. In the case of exclusion, no part of the tuition fee will be reimbursed. Moreover, Danish Immigration Service will be notified which will result in a termination of the student visa.
The student contract must be signed and returned to Niels Brock on receipt of letter of intent.

A copy of the residence permit given by the Danish Immigration Service must be presented to Niels Brock upon arrival. No student without a residence permit will be able to attend educational programmes offered at Niels Brock.
